Three held, 21 cases of burglaries worked out 
With the arrest of three persons, Mohd Babu, alias Mental (39), Mohd. Suman, alias Awwal 

(23), and Mohd Sujan, alias Kasim (25), the South District police has busted a gang of 

notorious burglars and solved 21 cases of burglaries in Delhi and Noida. 

 

Police has recovered stolen property worth Rs 2 lakh, housebreaking implements and four 

rubber grips of cricket bat handle used to conceal implements of housebreaking. 

 

Several incidents of burglaries were regularly reported from the South Delhi area and also 

from Noida. Police suspected a gang of Bangladeshi origin for the increasing crime. All 

accused were staying at Sector 58 in Noida and belong to Bangladesh.

took two hours for the firemen to extinguish the blaze in the mill, which was closed on 

Sunday.

Online air ticket fraud hits credit card users 
In yet another case of internet fraudsters deceiving credit card users, a new online air 

ticketing fraud has surfaced in northern parts of India. Shockingly, over 20 credit card users 

in Chennai have fallen prey to it and have lost sums ranging from Rs. 6,000 to Rs 2.12 lakh 

each in the last two months. 

 

All victims had used their debit or credit cards to make online purchases in the last few 

months. Preliminary investigations revealed that confidential information by them to the 

concerned websites had been hacked by internet fraudsters operating overseas. 

 

Patrolling beefed up on railway tracks between Tambaram & Villupuram 
Armed railway protection force (RPF) and government railway police (GRP) personnel will 

use trolleys to comb the railway tracks between Tambaram and Villupuram stations at regular 

intervals from Sunday. 

 

The decision was taken following an attempt to derail the Rock Fort Express train plying 

between Kumbakonam and Chennai Egmore on Saturday. According to police, open line 

patrolling has also been initiated by the local police near Sithani village and few other remote 

areas.  

 

Armed RPF and GRP men will man the railway tracks between Tambaram and Villupuram 

on trolleys.  

 

The accident was averted on Saturday morning due to the timely alert signal given by T 

Rajasekar, the guard of Salem-Chennai Egmore Express, who heard a blast and knew 

something was wrong. He immediately alerted the Perani railway station master, who flashed 

a „caution order‟ to the driver of Rockfort Express. The driver managed to stop the train just 

200 ft before the spot where the track had been blown up.

Hoax bomb call triggers panic on Mahatma Gandhi Road 
A bomb threat triggered panic on Mahatma Gandhi Road here on Sunday afternoon when a 

man called the city police control room of an impending blast. 

 

Though the caller did not identify the place, the personnel of the city dog squad and bomb 



 

 

disposal squad combed the stretch from Queen's Road Circle to Trinity Church Circle 

between 1.10 p.m. and 2.10 p.m. 

 

As the news spread, people ran helter-skelter. People from several buildings rushed out of 

their offices, according to an officer of the dog squad.

Tremors felt in many parts of state 
The major earthquake with a magnitude of 7.8 on the Richter scale, which shook the 

Andaman and Nicobar islands, triggered tremors in several parts of the state for a few 

seconds in the wee hours of Sunday. 

 

The impact was felt in parts of Visakhapatnam, Krishna, Chittoor, Srikakulam and Nellore 

districts. People rushed out of their houses in panic following the tremor. 

 

Mild tremors for a few seconds were experienced in Akkayyapalem, Abid Nagar, Railway 

New Colony, Narsimhanagar, Gopalapatnam in Vizag and parts of Srikakulam district. 

People residing in high-rise buildings and apartments ran out on to the roads. They remained 

on the streets till the morning despite the incessant rains. 

 

The tsunami warning centre in Hyderabad issued three bulletins immediately after the 

earthquake and put the Nicobar and Camorta islands on a tsunami watch. 

 

Police foil major Maoist strike in State 
The State police foiled a Maoist plan to carry out a major attack either against a politician or 

a police officer, when they raided a naxal den in Shapur village near Gulbarga of Karnataka 

on Sunday and seized police uniforms, an AK-47 assault rifle, another automatic weapon, 

meant for use by a naxal action team, five ICOMs and a GPS tracker set. 

 

Police said the den was raided following the arrest of Chandrasekhar Gorebale, a member of 

the Karnataka State Committee of the CPI Maoist at Aija village of Mahabubnagar district in 

the State in the early hours of Sunday. 

 

There have been two instances of Maoist cadres wearing police uniforms carrying out 

assassinations in Andhra Pradesh. Two former legislators, S. Chinna Reddy (Anantapur) and 

Budda Vengal Redy (Kurnool), were killed by Maoists in late 90s.

H1N1 claims another, toll rises to 243 
A 23-year-old Vimannagar resident succumbed to the H1N1 influenza on Saturday, taking 

the swine flu death toll in the city to 243. 

 

as many as 21 patients are still being treated at the isolation wards of various hospitals in 

Pune district. Of them, two are on ventilator. Of the 21 admitted, six have tested positive for 

H1N1, while 16 suspected have been administered Tamiflu as precautionary measures. With 

this, the number of positive cases in the district rose to 3,420. Total 13,75,452 people have 

been screened for the dreaded virus so far. 
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Uranium making Punjab kids retarded 
Confirming Punjab‟s worst fear, a resounding document from Germany‟s Microtrace Mineral 

Lab has revealed that hair samples of 80% of 149 neurologically disabled children, mainly 



 

 

from southern Malwa region, have high levels of uranium.  

 

The report from a world-renowned laboratory also establishes the presence of dangerous 

heavy metals in water, questioning high use of chemicals to support state‟s green revolution. 

 

Presence of the radioactive element has strengthened doubts that depleted uranium (DU) used 

by American tanks in Iraq and Afghanistan travelled through air, reaching not just the region 

but Delhi as well.

Dacoits from MP arrested in state 
The Baran police on Sunday arrested two armed da-coits and safely rescued two hostages 

from them. Search for the remaining hostages and dacoits continued till late even-ing. The 

arrested dacoits are members of the Ramesh Gadariya gang and have kidnapped six persons 

from Ken-waya village of Madhya Pradesh. 

 

“The MP police had alerted Rajasthan Police on early Sunday that the gang might enter 

Rajasthan from the bordering district of Baran, following which the combing operations were 

being launched in the area. A hostage managed to flee from the grip of the dacoits and reach 

the police.

No let-up in Srinagar protests 
Even as the government ordered two parallel investigations into the death of a Srinagar boy 

on Friday, protests continued here for third consecutive day. Scores of people were injured in 

clashes as the police imposed “undeclared curfew” in several areas on Sunday. 

 

While the police blamed stone-throwers for the death of Tufail Ahmad Mattoo, 18, during 

anti-government protests, residents and relatives accused the police and the CRPF of 

knocking him down. 

 

On Sunday, youth took on the police and engaged them in stone throwing at Bemina and 

Batmaloo. 

 

At least a dozen people were injured and the situation remained tense. Authorities imposed 

severe restrictions in most of the downtown areas under five police stations. 

 

Heavily armoured vehicles with gun totting policemen patrolled the streets and barricades 

were erected on several roads blocking civilian movement. 

 

Though the police denied having imposed curfew, residents claimed that the CRPF asked 

them to “stay indoors or face bullets”. 

 

Life came to a standstill in entire Srinagar as a shutdown was observed to protest Mattoo's 



 

 

killing. 

 

Meanwhile, a high-level team of doctors, constituted by the government, is studying autopsy 

reports and will ascertain whether a shell, bullet or a stone hit Mattoo. 
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String of quakes jolts Andaman & Nicobar 
A string of earthquakes jolted the Andaman and Nicobar Islands over a 12-hour period on 

Sunday. The tremors were also felt in southern and eastern India. 

 

There was some panic but no casualty or property damage anywhere, officials said. By 

evening, life returned to normal in the islands. 

 

The first quake of 7.7 magnitude took place 56 seconds past midnight on Saturday night, 

followed by one of 5.3 magnitude at 4.14 a.m. on Sunday. Two more quakes of 5.1 

magnitude were reported at 11 a.m. and 11.56 a.m.
