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Safdarjung strike off after assurance 
The medical students' strike at Safdarjung Hospital was called off yesterday evening after the 

administration assured them and resident doctors, who joined the agitation, that their demands 

would be met. 

 

Karan Vats, the president of striking students, and Chandra Bhan, president of resident 

doctors association, told that management had assured them their demands like availability of 

drinking water, air-conditioning in the unventilated classes and a lift in the four-storeyed 

building would be met in a couple of days. However, it would still take some time to shift the 

students to a new hostel as the building was not ready yet. 

 

Though Vats said they would continue with silent protests and resort to strike again if the 

management did not stick to its word. 

 

It was a day of suffering for hundreds of patients who had turned up at the hospital for 

treatment as striking students, supported by resident doctors, locked up the OPD and sat on 

protest outside it, disrupting the patient care. 
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For Rs50, Malad businessman loses goods worth Rs1 lakh 
A businessman from Malad fell for one of the oldest con tricks in the book. Two men stole 

valuables worth Rs1.26 lakh from Viral Doshi’s car outside Shoppers Stop in Kandivli (West) 

on Wednesday afternoon. 

 

According to police, Doshi was supposed to meet one of his suppliers near the store at 1pm. 

 

“Doshi reached a little early. He was sitting in his car waiting for the supplier, who lives in a 

building adjacent to the store,” said S Ghatge, senior inspector, Kandivli police station. 

 

“Suddenly a man knocked on his window. When Doshi rolled down the window, the man told 

him that he had dropped money on the road. When Doshi opened the door to check, he saw 

five Rs10 notes lying on the ground a little away from his car.” 

 

When Doshi started to pick up the money, the man pretend to help him. In the meantime, 

another man opened the back door and stole a laptop, Rs40,000 and four mobile phones kept 

in the car, Ghatge said. 
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Guard murdered in bid to rob ATM on city’s outskirts 
Robbers beat a 19-year-old security guard to death in a bid to rob an Axis Bank ATM 

(automatic teller machine) located on Old Mahabalipuram Road in Padur village, near 

Kelambakkam. However, their attempts to break open the machine failed; police said no 

money was lost from the ATM. 

 

On Wednesday morning, a customer, who wanted to withdraw money, found security guard 

KS Satyaban Sahu lying in a pool of blood inside the ATM and informed the police. A team 

of Kancheepuram police rushed to the spot and shifted Sahu to the Chengalpattu hospital, 

where he was declared brought dead.

Half kg of gold kept in a two-wheeler along with the vehicle stolen 
The two-wheeler of a gold trader along with half a kilogram of gold kept inside it was stolen 

from Elephant Gate on Tuesday. M C Prakash (45), a resident of M K B Nagar, who deals in 

used gold, had collected orders for polishing half a kilogram of jewellery. He had kept the 

collected jewellery inside the box of his two wheeler. 

 

He parked the vehicle at Hanumantharayan Street and went to have some snacks. When he 

returned he found the vehicle missing. He searched for it in nearby areas but could not find it. 

The incident happened around 8.45 pm and he lodged a complaint with the Elephant Gate 

police.  
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Rs. 1.45 cr. phone recharge coupon fraud in BSNL 
A fraud involving misuse of Cell One mobile phone recharge coupons worth nearly Rs. 1.45 

crore, allegedly committed by some insiders, came to light on Wednesday when the BSNL 

officials lodged a complaint with the Saifabad police here. 

 

The recharge coupons are stored in the format of electronic-Personal Identification Numbers 

(e-PINs) in CDs. Each CD comprises 5,000 e-PINs, each having recharge value of Rs. 112. 

The CDs are sold to franchisees who sell each coupon to the customers. 

 

During an inspection, the stores in-charge, Nageswara Rao, who recently assumed charge, 

found 26 such CDs were blank. He complained to the higher-ups. Subsequent departmental 

inquiry revealed that some of the e-PIN coupons had been sold to customers in the market and 

were being used since December, 2009. 

 

Bomb threat on Garib Rath 
Passengers of Vizag-bound Garib Rath had anxious moments on Wednesday when authorities 

stopped it at Bibinagar, within an hour of its departure from Secunderabad following a bomb 

threat. 

 

According to SCR spokesperson, an anonymous person rang up the police control room 

around 8.40 p.m. stating that a bomb was planted in the train. 

 

By then, the train had already started from Secunderabad at 8.15 p.m. Alerted by the police, 

the railway authorities stopped the train at Bibinagar and undertook extensive checking with 

the help of bomb disposal squads. The searches were on when reports last came in.

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Over 8,000 evacuated as Cyclone Phet expected to hit Gujarat coast on 

Friday 
Alarm bells rang throughout Gujarat, as cyclone Phet intensified to a very severe cyclonic 

storm causing strong winds, thunderstorm and rainfall across the state in a dramatic switch 

from the sweltering heat on Wednesday. Phet could possibly hit Gujarat coast on Friday, the 

weatherman warned. 

 

Over 8,000 people were evacuated from Kandla and Tuna in Kutch district in view of the 

advancing cyclone. Three fire brigade teams with rescue vehicles were dispatched to 

Junagadh, Porbandar and Jamnagar for any eventuality. One person, Sabbir Pateliya (35) 

drowned in the sea off Jamnagar coast. Power cuts were reported from parts of Saurashtra. 

 

Weather officials said while warnings have been issued, a cyclone alert which is issued 48 

hours before its likelihood, might be issued later. 
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Haldiram’s clerk booked for theft of spices worth Rs 23L 
A 30-year-old clerk working for Haldiram’s sweets at Wardhaman Nagar has been booked for 

stealing a stock of spices worth Rs 23 lakh. 

 

The accused, identified as Sunil Jawda (30), reportedly fled with sacks containing at least 

1,800 kilogram of cardamom on Sunday night from the company’s godown.  
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Twin blasts rock Kabul, Karzai unhurt 
Two explosions rocked the Afghanistan capital on Wednesday as President Hamid Karzai 

opened a "jirga" or peace assembly. 

 

The National Consultative Peace Jirga was aimed at ending conflicts and ensuring peace in 

the militancy-hit country, Xinhua reported. 

 

Around 1,600 people including tribal chieftains, parliamentarians, social and political figures 

as well as government officials gathered under a giant tent in Kabul to discuss the ways and 

means on how to enhance the government-initiated reconciliation process with the Taliban. 
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
