Rs 2 lakh robbed from Noida house at gunpoint

Unidentified armed men barged into a house in Noida and fled after robbing Rs 2,00,000 in
cash and jewellery at gunpoint. The incident occurred on Wednesday night in Sector 12 of
this town adjoining the national Capital.

The robbers barged into the house when the owner of the house, Rajesh Gupta, was sitting in
the courtyard. They held a gun to his head and took the keys of the house and fled with Rs
2,00,000 in cash and jewellery

Brave guard foiled the robbery, dies

A security guard of multi-national electronic goods manufacturing company, Samsung, was
killed during a robbery attempt at the company’s godown in Sector-80, Noida, in the wee
hours of Wednesday.

The courageous resistance of the guard, Sandeep (22), spoiled the intentions of eight armed
robbers, who, frustrated over their failure, stabbed him to death.

The robber intruded into the godown to loot, but once they realised that Sandeep won’t allow
them to escape with the goods, they stabbed him in anger and fled.

The Phase Il police has registered a report of robbery. The robbers entered the factory
premises by scaling the boundary wall.

9.
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Diarrhoea spreads to southern suburbs

Diarrhoea is spreading southward. And fast. A week after the Communicable Diseases
Hospital on the northern outskirts started getting more than 50 cases of acute diarrhoel
disease (ADD) a day, the southern suburbs are now under the grip of the water-borne disease.

The Government Headquarters Hospital at Chromepet has received 123 patients with
symptoms of ADD since May 26, much above last year's numbers.

A majority of patients are from Anakaputhur and Pallavaram which face problems of open
sewers and contaminated water. Cases are also pouring in from suburban neighbourhoods like
Tambaram, Nagalkeni, Hastinapuram, Keelkattalai, = Kundrathur,  Chitlapakkam,
Thiruneemalai and Irumbuliyur.
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Senior citizens robbed, murdered

Robbers murdered a retired accounts officer of electricity board and his wife before making
off with 60 grams of gold ornaments and Rs. 25,000 at Virat Colony of Ahmedguda in
Keesara on Thursday.

Y. Narasimha Rao, 74, and Y. Jogamma, 67, were in the house after their daughter, Y.
Padmavati, 44, an accounts executive in Kapil Chit Funds, left for her office in Marredpally
in the morning. She returned home around 8.40 p.m. and found the house ransacked.
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Miscreants on prowl in broad daylight

Panic gripped Hussainganj area when motorcycle-borne miscreants opened fire at a 26-year-
old youth and looted Rs nine lakh from his possession in a broad daylight robbery incident
here on Thursday noon. The victim suffered bullet injuries and was rushed to Trauma Centre,
where he is undergoing treatment.

The Hussainganj police received the information about the incident after a considerable
delay, as the youth accompanying the victim instead of informing the police, straightaway
rushed him to hospital.

In a similar incident, almost at the same time in Ghazipur police station area, two motorcycle-

borne miscreants snatched a purse, with Rs 50,000 cash in it, from a woman on the busy
Faizabad Road near Bhootnath market under Ghazipur police station area.
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Armed robbers decamp with cash, jewellery
Six armed robbers, pretending to be patients, decamped with Rs 1 lakh and jewellery worth
around Rs 20 lakh at gunpoint from Rana Hospital in the wee hours here yesterday.

The incident took place around 4 am when two of them came to the hospital, located at the
main bazar on National Highway 22.

The nurse on night duty, Meenu opened the door. They came in, complaining of stomach
pain, and asked her to call the doctor.

When Dr Randhir Singh Rana came and checked them, the other four robbers, carrying
countrymade pistols, tied his hands and took the cash from the locker.
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Solar missiles seized in valley
Militants in Kashmir are going hi-tech. Earlier they used mobile phone-operated improvised
explosive devices, and now they have solar-activated missiles to target security forces.

For the first time in two decades of armed insurgency in the valley, the police has seized two
solar-activated missiles, capable of hitting a target within 4 km of range. The missiles were
seized from the Lola area of Kupwara district fitted to a tree in a forest.
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About 60,000 people evacuated as Phet threatens Pakistan

More than 60,000 people living on Pakistan's Arabian sea coastline were evacuated and
emergency declared in Sindh and Balochistan provinces, as tropical cyclone Phet closed in on
the country.

Thousands of people were moved out from vulnerable villages along the coast in the Sindh
province and another half a a million could be affected in neighbouring Balochistan, if the
cyclone smashes into Pakistan. Cyclone Phet has almost reached the Oman coast and could
recurve towards Pakistan's coastline in the next 24-36 hours.
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
