Delhi-Amrtisar Shatabdi Express stopped after bomb scare

The Delhi-Amritsar Swarn Shatabdi Express was yesterday on Friday stopped and passengers
deboarded after an anonymous call to railway authorities that a bomb has been placed in the
train.

The train had left Delhi at 7:40 am. At around 7:45 am, a call was made to the deputy station
superintendent that a bomb has been placed in the train. The train was stopped at Narela for
about 3 hours and passengers deboarded. A team of Delhi police and Railway police
conducted a thorough search of the train.

Noida bank gutted
A bank in Noida was gutted in a fire that broke out on its premises, a short-circuit led to the
fire in the Union Bank of India in Brahmaputra Market late on Thursday.

The cause of the fire was short-circuit. Five fire engines were pressed into service and the
blaze was doused within an hour.

Bikers snatch Rs 2.6 lakh
Two motorcycle-borne men snatched Rs 2.6 lakh from two employees of a finance firm in
west Delhi this morning.

The incident took place in Kirti Nagar around 11 am. Sandeep Singh and Binni Thomas,
employees of Muthoot Finance Private Ltd were returning to office after withdrawing money
from a bank.

Maoists on hunt for police informers
Maoists are seeking to destroy the counter-insurgency network built up by police in
Jangalmahal.

In a recent statement, Maoist leaders said they have initiated a special drive to "identify and
annihilate” police moles, who have been passing on information about rebel activities to
police and CPM. They also admitted that some of these moles posed as Maoist supporters. A
fresh offensive is being prepared as part of the rebels' "cleansing operation™.

Over the past month, following the encounter in Hatilot forest in March, the Red brigade has
gone on a killing spree and gunned down around 20 people in Jhargram and Lalgarh.
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Jeweller's negligence, prime cause for theft

The recent heist at a jewellery shop at Chellampatti near Usilampatti is not all about a daring
burglary. Police investigation has revealed that the jeweller had not adopted the barest
minimum measures to secure the valuables.

Initially, it was reported that gold and silver worth Rs. 60 lakh were burgled at night.
However, after verification of receipts the police have arrived at the loss of gold to the tune of
160 sovereigns and not 360 sovereigns as claimed by the owner.

The burglars had gained entry into the shop after slightly opening the shutter. The police
suspect that they should have squeezed themselves into the shop after lying down on the

floor. Neither an anti-burglary alarm nor any closed circuit television (CCTV) camera was
there. The owner had not employed even a night watchman.
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Security in place for polls
Elaborate security arrangements have been made to ensure peaceful conduct of first phase of
Saturday's gram panchayat elections.

Additional Director-General of Police (Law and Order) A.R. Infant told that the police were
geared for the polls. All steps have been taken to prevent any trouble in the areas going to
polls, particularly in the naxal-affected region. As many as 19,397 police personnel and
15,350 Home Guards have been deployed across 2,643 gram panchayats that go to polls on
Saturday.

Second phase

As many as 12,742 police personnel and 13,500 Home Guards will be deployed across 2,833
gram panchayats that go to polls on May 12.

In addition to the police personnel and Home Guards, the district armed police personnel and
about 4,500 KSRP armed men would be used. The State is taking the services of special
armed policemen from Tamil Nadu and Kerala.

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Major power failure in Pune, Pimpri Chinchwad

Power supply to almost 60 per cent areas of Pune city and Pimpri Chinchwad was disrupted
on Friday after the main supply line of the Maharashtra state electricity transmission
company limited from Lonikand tripped in the morning.

Supply to almost 50 per cent areas resumed by evening and was expected to be fully restored
by night following complete repairs.
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Sealdah-Balia Exp derails, Maoist hand suspected

Maoists targeted the trains again during the 48 hours bandh. Passengers of the Sealdah-Balia
Express (3105) had a narrow escape when its four bogies derailed near Chaksikandar on the
Hajipur-Barauni section via Shahpur Patori of Sonepur division under East Central Railway
(ECR) in the wee hours on Friday. However, there was no casualty or injury to any passenger
in the incident.

The derailment was caused due to suspected sabotage on the railway tracks by the banned
Naxal outfit (CPI-Maoists). The incident took place at 2 am on Thursday night. Preliminary
investigations revealed that tracks were tempered by miscreants which caused derailment of
the ill fated train.
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German catches maidservant stealing on camera

A German national captured his maidservant red handed on camera while stealing money at
his residence in Sector 16-D here and handed her over to the police today.The complainant,
Egon Jose Goudard, told the police that he had installed the camera at his residence
suspecting the maidservant’s hand behind frequent disappearance of money for the past five
months.

Goudard, in his complaint to the police, alleged that his maidservant Rajni, a resident of
Colony No 5, had stolen approximately Rs 2 lakh from the time she was employed in
December.
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Six militants, two jawans killed in Baramulla
Six militants and two jawans were killed in two encounters in the forest area in Baramulla
district since yesterday.

During the operation, one militant was killed yesterday. Five five more militants and two
jawans also lost their lives in another gunfight. There is a high possibility of some foreign
militants being killed in the encounter.
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Maoists' set govt office ablaze, Koraput- Orissa

Suspected Maoists set a government office and a contractor's home ablaze in Malkangiri
district on Thursday night. A group of armed Maoists swooped down on the ICDS office at
Kudumulgumma at 10 p.m. and set the official documents and furniture on fire.

People were frightened and did not dare to venture out of their homes. The Maoist mayhem
continued for an hour. The office has been completely destroyed.
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New volcanic ash alert: Spain to close three airports

Three airports in northwestern Spain will be closed today due to the arrival of a huge new
cloud of ash from an Icelandic volcano which shut down Europe's skies last month, aviation
authority AENA said.

The airport at Santiago de Compostela, a major pilgrimage centre, will close at 2:00 am (0000
GMT) while those at La Coruna and Vigo will close from 6:30 am local time, it said.




Europe's air traffic closed for up to a week last month following the eruption of Iceland's
Eyjafjoell volcano, stranding tens of thousands of passengers. It was the biggest aerial
shutdown in Europe since World War 1.

Second suspicious packet found: Times Square reopens after ‘suspicious
package' report

Times Square has been re-opened after the police took away a grayish canvas bag of the kind
used to hold lunches. The police said it contained bottled water. The north end of Times
Square was evacuated, from West 44th to West 47th Streets, after the police received reports
of a suspicious package near Seventh Avenue and West 46th Street at about 12:45 pm.

The package had been left near the TKTS booth.

It was the second suspicious-package call and at least partial evacuation in the area today.
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
