SECURITY GADGETS DON'T COST A BOMB

In the aftermath of the Mumbai terror attack, India Inc
wants terror shield but practically implementation of
B accurate security measures remain to be a flop show.
Hotels, cinema halls, banks, factories, buildings and malls,
etc. are required toenhance their security mechanism
with deployment of additional armed security and
intelligence personnel supported by sophisticated gadgets. The minimum
requirements include : Access control and profiling of wisitors prohibiting the
cakewalk; manual and electronic frisking of visitors itrespective of their status;
installation of hand-held and door frame metal detectors, thorough
checkingof all vehicles and screening of baggage by X-ray machines;
installation of CCTWV system hawing pan-tilt-zoom cameras with wideo
recording facility in place for three months; setting-up of Quick Response
Team to respond to any emergency situation and having hotline contact with
police control room.

On the other hand private security agencies have to improve and update their
professional capabilities to match the government run Industrial Security
Forces. This is required as they have also started providing security to private
sector companies. To retain business, private security agendes have to
upgrade their services to retain their market share.

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MANNED GUARDING

The Patliament passed The Private Secutity Agendes ( Regulation ) Act, 2005, which is yet
to be enacted. However, Haryana Police in Gurgaon taking cognizance of the rising crime
graph, for the first time held private security agencies accountable for not preventing
wehide thefts, burglaries and snatchings. The police blacklisted one security agency
operating in the city and issued warning to the other agency. However, the assodation of
security agencies has charged the police of passing the buck and the agendes feel that the action taken wiolates
the principles of natural justice. Whereas, two days later, the Gurgaon Police bailed out the private security
agency it had ' blacklisted ' and annundated to blacklist two other agencies functioning in Palam Vihar area.
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MNISSMAT: SECURITY AUDIT IN CORPORATE SECTOR

l:ﬁ o3 Minister of State for Internal Security, Sriprakash Jaiswal recently indicated that the
Q government is willing to make Security Audit mandatory for corporate sector and would

S accordingly enact laws for making Security Audit compulsory, provided Indian Inc
A unanimously moots a proposal to this effect and submits the same to the government.
o " The corporate infrastructure is the lifeline of the country as it guarantees employment,
social secutity, supply of goods and services and they need to be safeguarded at any cost",
said the minister.

INVESTIGATION

The Patliamentary Standing Cotnmittee on Home Affairs in its 139th report, presented to
Parliament recently recommended that the Ministry relook the provisions of The Private
Detective Agendes ( Regulation ) Bill, 2007. The committee had sought to know the rationale
of not having a common law to govern security and detective services on the lines of some
foreign countries like Canada and Singapore. The Home Ministry has however ruled out
framing of common law.

The committee had also raised issues relating to infringement of privacy of an individual,
demarcation of areas of cognisable offences, evidentiary value of reports of private investigators, their legal
sanctity and conflict between private and state investigating agencies.

BRAND PROTECTION

In the new gobalised economy, the pirating of intellectual property rights has become a
major trans-national problem diluting the brand equity and profitability of
sm multi-nationals. Premier Shield's anti-piracy division, Brand Protection Associates (BPA)

has been doing a yeoman's job by investigating and apprehending the IPR offenders,
leading to their prosecution and conviction by using scientific techniques, investigative
skills and legal prowvisions to combat the global crime, thereby providing relief and
protection to alarge number of clients.

The BPA very recently neutralised the gangs of violators involved in selling fake intetlining labels of Bombay
Dyeing & Mfg. Co. Ltd; by printing fake labels and selling the same in the matket to duplicators, who in tum
were fixing these labels on duplicate intetlining and selling the same as genuine Bombay Dyeing product. In one
such police action one and half lakhs of fake intetlining products of Bombay Dyeing & Mfg. Co. Ltd; by fixing
company's fake labels on it were caught. Yet in another case, BPA caught hold of duplicators of Fair & Lovely
cream and alarge chunk of fake padkageswere confiscated with the help of police.
