One Kamal Dev Sharma, worked as Chief Cook with Delhi Sweet House, an eatry in

New Delhi, collapsed and died of heart attack while making sweets on March 6, 1996.
The Commissioner for Workmen's Compensation had awarded a compensation of

Rs. 2.11 lakh to his widow and three children, who had contended that he had suffered
the heart attack unable to bear the heat of fire and unhygienic working conditions.

The sweet house appealed before the High Court against that order, arguing death due to heart attack cannot be
attributed to the employment of the deceased. The court ruled, " Since, the deceased died as a result of heart

attack, no liability can be fixed upon the employer .
