A fraud of very high altitude committed by B. Ramalinga Raju,
Chairman of Satyam Computer Services had rocked the
country a few months ago. However, besides this possibly
biggest corporate fraud, over 202 cases of cheating and fraud were reported to
police in the first half of this year, in Delhi alone, compared to 124 cases in the
corresponding period of the previous year.

There is a surge in the number of cheating cases becanse several finandal firms that
promised higher returns, got bankrupted due to the global meltdown, shut the
shops and fled with people's money.
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Similatly, immigration frauds are on the rise. Recently, three illegal Indian
immigrants based in London, set-up a firm, ostensibly to help would-be immigrants
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with paper work, but made a fortune by providing their dients with fake CVs,
documents, degree and diplomas.

The answer to such situations is utter vigilance, verification of credentials of
companies through police or the professionals before investing money. It is not the
government but the individuals and the corporate wotld itself, which must prevent
such frauds. However, the government should look into the regulatory part of it
through legislation in dealing with risks of corporate frauds. The comprehensive
legislation must address, besides regulation, the formation of institutions providing
educative campaigns and fraud risk management, forming specialised fraud
investigation agendes and enhancing efficient justice delivery mechanism.

Install strong doors with magic eye, door chain and security gadgets.
Keep your wits about in case of intrusion.
Keep important telephone numbers ready, especially of police.

Identify the visitor before opening the door. Talk to the stranger keeping the door closed through security
gadgets. Call the security room for help. In case of any suspicion or forced entry call the police.

Keep a pet dog, if possible.

Connect your house to the neighbour's house or the security room with an alarm bell, operated through
remote control switch or the switch installed near the door.

Ensure to employ the domestic help, driver, security guard, etc. after getting their antecedents chedked
from police and private Background Check companies.

Take the services of only those labourers, plumbers, electricians, carpenters etc who are known or
recommended by RWA. Awvoid to be alone while they work inside and keep a close watch on them.

Don't allow servants and visiting relatives to have access to your cupboards, almaras, etc.
Don't allow junk-dealers, courier boys, hawkers, etc inside the house.
